General English

Business English

speaking workplace. Students will learn business-related vocabulary and improve their grammar, 
speaking, listening and writing skills for use in any professional environment. Classroom exercises 
include discussions of real business case studies, writing professionally, practicing how to answer a 
business phone call in English and developing effective negotiation and presentation skills. Classes start 
every Monday. Minimum level of English required 5. 
 
Professional Certificates 
Students who want a program where they can apply their advanced English skills to team projects, 
build a portfolio and develop their career will benefit from these courses. Classes are taught by 
business professionals not ESL teachers, which makes the learning experience more challenging and 
dynamic. Students will learn business concepts, interact and talk with professionals from successful 
companies, learn from visits to U.S. companies  and apply their knowledge to business case studies. We 
offer certificates in Marketing & Advertising, Business Management and Project Management. Classes 
have specific start dates and can be taken individually or consecutively. Minimum level of English 
required 7. 
 
Career Preparation Activity 
Practice English and work toward your career goals by spending time in a U.S. company. Our Career 
Preparation Activity gives students the opportunity to study and gain professional experience outside 
the classroom. Students will be able to practice their skills with Americans in the workplace, use their 
skills on projects important to the host company and build their confidence.  This activity requires a 
minimum of 12 weeks and has specific start dates. Before students start their placement, they must 
complete a 4 week elective course, the host company placement begins the following week. Students 
are required to be on an F-1 visa, at least 18 years of age and a minimum of Level 6 at Intrax.
